Debbie,
In response to your questions below:

The proposed wastewater line will be entirely within the Maine DOT right of way, with the line
located beneath the path of travel. It will not be on other public land adjacent to the right of way,
therefore we have not contacted Maine BP&L. Maine DOT has clarified that two permits will be
required for the line, a Utility Location Permit and a Highway Opening Permit. Both permits are
granted if the installation meets Maine DOT Utility Accommodation Rules. The line as designed will
meet these criteria and will be owned by an authorized utility. Please see the attached letter from
Maine DOT Region 3 that covers the area of the proposed line.

Regarding the agreement with Moosehead Sanitary District, we continue to work with them on a
service agreement for work contemplated under the current LUPC permit application. Itis our
understanding that the District currently has capacity for the initial phase without modification of
their system. Additional capacity would require some modifications to the system, but they have the
ability to expand their spray fields to meet this additional need. It is also our understanding that
there have been some discussions with Maine DEP regarding this process when it becomes
necessary. The estimated flow per the applicable codes is attached. There are two separate files,
one that details the calculations for the work contemplated under the current LUPC permit
application and a second that details the flows associated with contemplated future real estate
development. The line from the resort to the connection with Moosehead Sanitary District will be
funded and constructed by the proposed development and not by the District. We are currently
working with them to finalize a service agreement and hope to have that complete in the next
couple of weeks.

We are finalizing the alignment of the sewer line within the DOT right of way. As soon as its
complete we will provide and updated plan that shows the zoning, the tie in to the Moosehead
Sanitary District and the location of any pump stations, along with a statement that it complies with
the Maine DOT Utility Accommodation Rules.

We will continue to provide information as it becomes available.

Thanks for your consideration and we look forward to confirmation of the hearing date.
