Food Establishment
1. Is your license current?

2. Is your water safe? (Satisfactory water test completed yearly or are you regulated by the Drinking Water Program, or on a municipal water supply)

3. Is your septic functioning correctly? (Septic approved or on municipal wastewater system)
4. Are you following the State of Maine Food Code requirements?
5. Will your refrigeration units maintain food temperatures at 41 degrees or less? 
Lodging Establishment
1. Is your license current?

2. Is your water safe? (Satisfactory water test completed yearly or are you regulated by the Drinking Water Program, or on a municipal water supply)

3. Is your septic functioning correctly? (Septic approved or on municipal wastewater system)
4. Are you preparing and serving food? (If yes, you must obtain a license even if only one room is let. If no, you must obtain a license if more than 3 rooms are let. If you are a B&B, you must license for food service (breakfast only) and for lodging after 5 rooms are let.
5. Are you following the Maine Rules Relating to Lodging Establishments?
Youth Camp
1. Is your license current?

2. Is your water safe? (Satisfactory water test completed yearly or are you regulated by the Drinking Water Program, or on a municipal water supply)
3. Is your septic functioning correctly? (Septic approved or on municipal wastewater system)

4. Are all employees, councilors and staff credentials maintained at the camp office and current?
5. Are you following the Maine Rules Relating to Boys, Girls, Boys and Girls, Day Camps, and Primitive and Trip Camping?
6. Are you preparing and serving food? If yes, are you following the State of Maine Food Code requirements?

Campgrounds
1. Is your license current?

2. Is your water safe? (Satisfactory water test completed yearly or are you regulated by the Drinking Water Program, or on a municipal water supply)

3. Is your septic functioning correctly? (Septic approved or on municipal wastewater system)
4. Are you following the Maine Rules Relating to Campgrounds?
Pools and Spas

1. Is you pool or spa registered with the State of Maine Wastewater & Plumbing Program?

2. Are you following the Rules Relating to Public Swimming Pools and Spas?

3. Do you have a Certified Pool Operator (CPO) or equivalent person certified to operate and maintain the pool?

4. Does your pool comply with the Virginia Graham Baker Act?

5. Are the chemicals in your pool kit outdated?
