
EEE, JCV, WNV & Malaria 

Prevention:
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• Wear a long-sleeved shirt, long pants, 
and socks

• Use EPA-approved repellents for skin 
and clothing

• Drain standing water at least once a 
week from any open container that 
collects water

• Avoid outdoor activities at dawn and 
dusk when mosquitoes are most active

• Call a healthcare provider if symptoms 
develop

• Use prescribed anti-malarial medication 
when traveling

• A large EEE epizootic occurred in 2023.
• Maine recorded local EEE, JCV, and/or 

WNV activity across 9 Maine counties.
• The Maine state lab tested 35 humans, 

25 animals, and 1139 mosquito pools 
for mosquito-borne viruses.

• Maine reported no cases of 
Chikungunya, Dengue, or Zika in 2023.
