Newly diagnosed cases are typically reported to Maine CDC by
healthcare providers, healthcare facilities, and laboratories within 48 hours of diagnosis as required by state law.

Because this report is based on data received from the reporting facilities mentioned above, delays in reporting may result in changes to the final statistics
provided in this or other reports. The completeness and accuracy of data elements obtained from patients and provided by healthcare providers determines
the quality of data used in compiling this report. Data included in this report may succumb to all or some of these limitations.
