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WHAT IS DAVE? 

DAVE is the Database Application for Vital Events which Data, Research, and Vital Statistics (DRVS) 

implemented in 2010 starting with the death module. DAVE allows for the electronic registration of vital 

records in Maine. Dave currently houses electronic death, birth and marriage records.  

• Births have been registered in DAVE from September 1995 to present  

• Deaths have been registered in DAVE from January 2011 to present (some 2010)  

 

REQUIREMENTS TO CERTIFY BIRTHS ELECTRONICALLY IN DAVE 

 

Registering for DAVE account 

1. Submit the completed DAVE enrollment form and signed Confidentiality and Non-Disclosure Agreement

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Definitions 

LIVE BIRTH 

The complete expulsion or extraction from its mother of a product of human conception, irrespective 

of the duration of pregnancy, which, after such expulsion or extraction, breathes, or shows any other 

evidence of life such as beating of the heart, pulsation of the umbilical cord, or definite movement of 

voluntary muscles, whether or not the umbilical cord has been cut or the placenta is attached. 

Heartbeats are to be distinguished from transient cardiac contractions; respirations are to be 

distinguished from fleeting respiratory efforts or gasps. 

 Model State Vital Statistics Act and Regulations. Consistent with WHO definition 

FETAL DEATH 

Death prior to the complete expulsion or extraction from its mother of a product of human 

conception, irrespective of the duration of pregnancy and which is not an induced termination of 

pregnancy. The death is indicated by the fact that after such expulsion or extraction, the fetus does 

not breathe or show any other evidence of life, such as beating of the heart, pulsation of the 

umbilical cord, or definite movement of voluntary muscles.  

Model State Vital Statistics Act and Regulations. Consistent with WHO definition 

MISCARRIAGE 

An interruption of a pregnancy of a fetus of less than 20 weeks gestation, other than the intentional 

interruption of a pregnancy by the application of external agents, whether chemical or physical, or the 

ingestion of chemical agents with an intention other than to produce a live birth or to remove a dead 

fetus, regardless of the length of gestation.
