Pearl 

and Northern hard 

to differentiate. 

American Lady 

found on dirt 

roads and open 

patches in fields. 

Flight period is 

April to October. 

Eyed Brown found 

in wet, wooded 

edges. Has erratic 

flight pattern. Flies 

from late June to 

early August.

Peck’s Skipper is 

small with bright 

yellow on wings. 

Seen in meadows. 

Flies from late May 

to early October. 

The Eastern Tailed 

Blue is small and 

blue in color. Flies 

low to ground in 

fields. Flight period 

mid-May to Oct.  

The Monarch is 

associated with 

milkweed plants. 

Common in late 

summer and fall 

during migration. 

Clouded Sulphur is 

bright yellow. 

Commonly seen 

flying in meadows. 

Flight period is 

May to early Nov. 

The Dun Skipper is 

small, dark brown 

in color with rapid 

flight. Open fields. 

Flies from late 

June to early Sept. 

Silver-bordered 

Fritillary: medium 

size, bright orange 

in color. Flies from 

mid-May to late 

September.  

Bronze Copper is 

an uncommon 

species found in 

wet meadows. 

Flies from mid-

June to early Oct. 

European Skipper: 

abundant species. 

Hundreds can be 

seen in late June 

and early July in 

open meadows. 

Flies June to Aug. 

Banded Hairstreak: 

uncommon, found 

in open glades in 

wooded areas. 

Flies from late
